In awarding the scholarship the following guidelines will be followed:

-The winner will be announced during the Apple Festival on  Friday,  September 15,

2023. We ask that the winner be present so we can award you with a plaque. We will

notify a parent/guardian of the winning applicant in order to assure you know to be there.

-The money for the scholarship will be awarded in 2 installments.  The first check will be

presented to you upon completion of your high school education.  Proof of having met

graduation requirements as well as acceptance into a college program must be received

prior to receiving the first half of your award during your high school senior graduation.

The second check is awarded the following January. The committee must receive proof of

a GPA minimum of 2.5 for your first college semester as well as proof of registration for

your second semester college classes.
